[bookmark: _GoBack]Theatre I & II - Make-up assignment – 1 (one day)
Day 1) Pick any story that you remember from your childhood and explain the moral conveyed in that story. Examples: Disney movies, fairy tales, fables, etc.
1) Briefly explain the plot and characters.
2) Address good vs. evil in the plot.
3) Describe the moral told in your own words.

Theatre I & II - Make-up assignment – 2 (two days)
Day 1) Write 2 paragraphs that explore the differences and similarities between live and filmed performances.
Day 2) Pick any small object (phone, small appliance, food, etc.) . Try to remember as many details about it as possible. Upon your return, be prepared to improvise your interaction with that object. (Instead of acting it out, you may describe the object in writing.)

Theatre I & II - Make-up assignment – 3 (3 days)
Day 1) Observe a person who you feel is completely different from you. Describe the physical appearance and movements of that person in writing (at least one paragraph).
Day 2) Complete the following short answer questions:
a) How is performing a live skit different from performing a skit that is filmed?
How are they similar?
b) Define – upstage
c) Define – upstaging
Day 3) Complete the following short answer questions:
a) What is improvisation?
b) Can improvisation be used by actors in a scripted play?
c) Why or why not?
