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This photo shows the initial glaze, and the choice of initial glaze isn't arbitrary: it's yellow in those parts of the leaves that will ultimately be

 'brightest' green (warm green), blue in those parts that will ultimately be a 'shadow' (cool green), and red in those parts that will be brown.

This photo shows the result of one glaze over the
 
initial glaze
, and already you can see the greens emerging. Once again, only blue, yellow, or red has been used.

This photo shows what the leaves look like after a third and then a fourth round of glazing was done. It really does show how glazing produces colors with a depth and complexity that physical mixing of colors simply doesn't produce.

Once you've got the main colors working to your satisfaction, it's time to add the fine details.
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The very last glaze is applied to create the shadows and darkest tones within the leaves.
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
