Personal Avatar
Show the students the attached PowerPoint and talk about the different styles they see in the pictures and where they might have used them
Graded assignment- body proportions Look at the handout on human body proportions (next page in this document)
and have the student follow the measurements to make their own.
· Measure out 9 lines (creates 8 spaces)
· Follow the image and what lines up at each space 
· Double check where the different parts are and what line/space they are in for correctness
· Once they are done color overtop to make their figure into an actual person
Graded assignment- Next do the human facial features work sheet to practice doing eyes, lips, nose, and mouth. There is a photo of it after the human body practice. I do not have an electronic copy.
Graded assignment- After the facial features, use the image that goes over measurements of where everything goes on the human face. It helps if they look at the measurements and compare them to themselves or if (when teacher available) the teacher shows the student on theirs. (i.e. your face is split into thirds- bottom of chin to bottom of nose, bottom of nose to eye brows, and eye brows to top of head not including height hair gives your head, or that the width of your nose is the same as the width of your eye, etc) Have the student on a separate sheet of paper make a generic person based on these measurements. Start with the shape of the head, draw a line vertically and horizontally to split it in half, then draw lines to split it in 1/3’s horizontally. Then go back to where the drawing says the features are and start drawing them in on the lines.
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After the Practice stages, have the student brainstorm ideas. They should write a list of 10 things that interest them, things about them, things they like to do, etc. (i.e. favorite color, sports, animal, video game, food, etc)
Graded assignment- create 4 sketches of avatars based off their list. Some can look like them, reflect their interests, alto ego, etc.
Choose the best design and create their own avatar neatly in color pencil. Use a regular sheet of computer paper for the assignment.
